The purpose of the Multicultural and Gender Gen. Ed. requirement is to promote the study, exploration, and critical evaluation of issues dealing with living in societies with pluriform cultures and reevaluation of gender issues that characterize contemporary American society, and, increasingly also societies and individuals in other parts of the world.

Students who complete the Multicultural and Gender requirement of the General Education program at Rosemont College will investigate the components that make up individual and an social identity. Identity encompasses the values and characteristics by which individuals define not only themselves, but also their differences with others.  Components of identity include, but are not limited to, gender, ethnicity, nationality, religion, socioeconomic status, sexual orientation, age, culture, language, and disability.  Students will explore the processes that determine how an individual indentifies and the consequences of interaction between people who identify differently. Such experiences will prepare students to effectively interact with people from many differing identities while at work, in public institutions, and in social settings. 
Objectives:


1.  Students should achieve technical competency in the use of appropriate terminology for discussing identities.



2.  Students should be able to identify and explain key concepts of identity formation.   


3.  Students should be able to articulate the factors that influence identity formation among different groups of people in different times and places. 


4.  Students should be able to apply insights about identity formation not only to themselves, but also to others, and in situations that occur in everyday interpersonal interactions, as well as in contemporary society.

5.   Students should be adept at making sound arguments from differing identity perspectives, based on research not opinions, and presenting their results in a clear and articulate manner.  (Info. Literacy and writing)
