Rosemont Athletic Letter Policy

A. Rosemont Athletic Letter


1. Purpose

Rosemont College student-athletes are awarded an athletic letter for their participation on a varsity athletic team.  The letter embodies dedication and commitment to the team as well as maintaining a positive attitude.  The letter also symbolizes the spirit and hard work put forth in striving towards the goals set forth by the student-athletes as well as the team of which she was a member.


2. Criteria

a. The student-athlete’s overall participation of the team’s season will be at the discretion of the coach.  The coach will present their guidelines of receiving a Rosemont Athletic Letter to the members of the their team in the beginning of the season.  Any appeal to this decision by the coach will be presented to and voted on by RSAAC.
b. Student-athletes must participate in one community service event sponsored by RSAAC, per academic year in accordance with the RSAAC mission statement.  The Rosemont Athletic Letter will not be given to any senior or student-athlete transferring if the community service requirement is not completed.

c. In the event of injury (season ending or causing a loss of a percentage of the participation), student-athletes may receive a letter if they remain with the team at practices and games.
