Constitution of the Rosemont College 
Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (RSAAC)
Article I
The name of this organization shall be the Rosemont College Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (RSAAC).

Article II

Purpose
Section 1: 
The purpose of RSAAC is to serve in an advisory capacity to the Director of Athletics regarding Departmental policies and activities that affect the College’s intercollegiate teams.  The committee shall receive information on and explanations of the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) activities and legislation relevant to Division III and shall review and react to such topics with input from all Rosemont Student-Athletes.

a) To build community amongst all student-athletes through events such as community service, team bonding experiences, guest speakers, etc.  The committee will also work in conjunction with the Pennsylvania Athletic Conference Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (PAC-SAAC) to advise the Conference on matters relevant to their roles as student-athletes in the PAC.

Article III
Membership, Elections, and Voting
Section 1:
Each intercollegiate team will elect a representative for their sport with all team members eligible to be elected unless elected as president or vice-president.

a) After the election of RSAAC officers has been announced, each team will elect their representative.

b) All team representative names must be submitted to the RSAAC officers, advisors, and director of athletics at least 10 calendar days after the start of classes for the fall semester.

c) Team representative terms shall run from April to April.

d) Team representatives may be reelected to an unlimited number of consecutive terms.

Section 2:
team representatives are required to attend all RSAAC meetings, keep teammates aware of upcoming events and informed of the Committee’s proposals and resulting decisions.  Represent her team’s views at all meetings.  Keep organized team binder (minutes, member lists, constitution, important memos, etc.) that can be viewed by team and/or committee at any time and is passed on to the next representative when term expires.

Section 3:
Each team representative gets one vote at RSAAC meetings.  Seventy-five percent of the voting members of RSAAC must be present for an issue to be voted on at the meeting.  If seventy-five percent are not present, the issue must be tabled until the next meeting.

a) Issues that are open to all student-athletes for a vote must be sent out by paper or electronic ballot and every student-athlete, no matter of status on RSAAC, gets one vote.

Section 4:
The membership also includes Rosemont College’s NCAA Faculty Athletics Representative (FAR) and the Athletics Department Advisor.

a) The FAR and advisor shall serve in an advisory capacity to the Committee to offer guidance, further understanding of NCAA rules and regulations, and oversee all aspects of the RSAAC.  They should attend all meetings in an effort to be a consistent source of support and guidance to the student-athletes.

b) The FAR and advisor serve as non-voting members of RSAAC.
Article IV
Officers: Election and Responsibilities
Section 1:
The elective officers of RSAAC shall be a president and a vice-president.

Section 2:
To be eligible to run for office of the RSAAC, candidates must be in good academic standing as defined by Rosemont College, be a full-time student and have satisfactory disciplinary standing (final determination of such to be determined by the director of athletics).

Section 3: 
Nominations for a specific office shall be submitted to the athletic department advisor by early April (exact date stipulated by advisor).  Once nominations are approved, candidates may campaign until the election date that will be set forth by the advisor upon the announcement of all candidates.  Electronic or paper ballots will be distributed by the advisor to be returned to same by the election deadline set thereon.

Section 4:
The officers of RSAAC shall be elected in April by the entire athletic student-body and shall take office at the last RSAAC meeting of the academic year.  The officers shall serve a one-year term (April to April).  Officers may be reelected for any number of consecutive terms.

Section 5:
If an elective office becomes vacant for any reason during an academic year, the FAR, athletic department advisor and/or director of athletics shall fill the position by making an appointment for the remainder of the term.

Section 6:
The president shall be the executive head of the RSAAC and will be responsible for its operation within the framework of the constitution and by-laws.

Duties of the President shall include:

a) Preside at all RSAAC meetings

b) Set meeting dates and times, determine agendas and run meetings

c) Represent the RSAAC when necessary or appoint a representative if unable to serve as a representative.

Section 7: 
The responsibilities of the vice-president shall include:

a) Assist the President in all aspects of running the RSAAC.

b) Take minutes and attendance at all meetings and distribute minutes via email to entire student-athlete body.  If serving in president’s absence the vice-president must assign taking minutes and all duties so associated to a committee member for that meeting.

c) Preside at all meetings in the absence of the President.

d) Work with the athletic department to have meeting minutes on Rosemont College web site.

Article V
NCAA SAAC Member
Section 1:
If a Rosemont College student-athlete is elected to the National Collegiate Athletic Association Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (NCAA SAAC), she shall serve as a delegate to the RSAAC for the duration of her term with the NCAA SAAC.

Section 2:
As a delegate, she will not have a vote at RSAAC meetings, unless also serving as an elected Rosemont team representative.  She will provide the RSAAC with information discussed at NCAA SAAC meetings.

Article VI
Amendments to the Constitution

Section 1: 
Amendments to the Constitution must be proposed in writing to the RSAAC membership at a regularly scheduled meeting, at which the proposal will be discussed.

Section 2:
Each RSAAC representative will then schedule a team meeting to discuss the proposal and once discussion is concluded, the representative will take her team’s vote to bring back to the next RSAAC meeting.  If the team is not ready to vote do to a need for further clarification and/or discussion on the change, the vote can be tabled until the next regularly scheduled RSAAC meeting at which they can seek clarification.

Section 3: 
At the next regularly scheduled RSAAC meeting, any needed clarification to the amendment to the Constitution will take place, and then teams vote, and all votes at the meeting will be tabulated.  The results of this vote will stand, and a 75% majority of student-athletes must vote in favor for the amendment to pass.
